The Chair invited updates on the various 
initiatives via a tour de table. 
 
Demonstration Park & Skills/Training Update:  
SOLAS advised that 2,000 learners have 
undergone NZEB training already this year, 
hopeful that this will reach 3,000 by the end of 
the year. 
Centres of Excellence for NZEB/Retrofit have 
gone live in Cork and Sligo, with capital funding 
approved for a centre in Dublin. 
Apprenticeships numbers remain strong, only 
slightly behind last year (2%), which was a 
particularly strong year. 
Waiting lists have been reduced by 40%.   
 
Build Digital Update: DPER advised that a 
meeting of the Technical Oversight Group took 
place on the 29th of September.  
Deadline for the annual survey of industry 
extended by a week, which has boosted response 
rates and resulted in more SME participation. 
Hopeful this will provide good baseline data.

CTC is working on two reports, expected in 
December (the first on net-zero technical 
solutions for Ireland’s mass retrofit housing 
programme, the second methodology to support 
the development of national targets on embodies 
energy and global warming potential of building 
construction sector). 
Recruitment of the CTC Centre Manager has been 
launched. 
 
Under its ‘Built to Innovate’ initiative, Enterprise 
Ireland has launched a new marketing campaign 
targeting SMEs.
